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PSRTransition to SeventhGrade Confirmation

In December, Bishop Duca announced his decision to move the age of Confirmation from 11th
Grade to 7th Grade. You can find his full statement on the diocesan website (diobr.org). Moving forward,
you may see other churches use different approaches to implement these changes.

Based on our parishes’ needs and the resources available to us, we feel the plan below is the best way to
implement these changes. The following plan outlines what these changes will look like within in our
cluster. For clarity, classes will be referred to using their high school graduation year as follows:

Current 10th grade students - Class of 2027 Current 9th grade students - Class of 2028
Current 8th grade students - Class of 2029 Current 7th grade students - Class of 2030
Current 6th grade students - Class of 2031 Current 5th grade students - Class of 2032
Current 4th grade students - Class of 2033 Current 3rd grade students - Class of 2034

Currently, students must be enrolled in and faithfully attend PSR for 2 years prior to receiving the
sacrament of Confirmation. Going forward, students who will receive
Confirmation in 7th grade, must attend PSR all years (3rd-6th) between First Communion and
Confirmation.

• PSR year 2025-26: Class of 2027 and 2028 will receive the sacrament of Confirmation on February 11,
2026 at Our Lady of Peace Church at 6pm.
• PSR year 2026-27: Class of 2029 and 2030 will receive the sacrament of Confirmation on a
date TBD. (February 2027)
• PSR year 2027-28: Class of 2031, 2032, 2033 will receive the sacrament of Confirmation on a
date TBD.
• PSR year 2028-29 and beyond: 7th grade students will receive the sacrament of
Confirmation.
• PSR will NOT end with Confirmation. Students will continue to receive formation after
receiving Confirmation. These classes will look different than regular PSR and will help to
build them into disciples of Christ.
• Students currently enrolled in Catholic school who will make Confirmation in our cluster will
follow this same format. If you have any questions, please contact April Santiny at the
Pastoral Center.
