St. Paul was called to Philippi because it was a center for trade and 

growth which was governed by retired Roman soldiers and their 

families. The purpose of his mission was to lead the Philippians to 

put aside their personal ambitions and pride and humble their hearts 

to follow the example of the life of Christ.  Jesus who put aside His 

divine nature and took on a human nature to show them and us that 

for which we were created. Jesus was obedient to His father and 

went through suffering, death on the cross, and resurrection to give 

us the opportunity to follow Him to eternal life. Paul was using this 

example, of the love that Jesus had for the Philippians to motivate 

them to follow the plan that God had for them and us.   

The original plan was for Adam, the first man, who was given an 

opportunity to live a life of love and peace, for himself and for all 

of us, but he was convinced to give up his human nature in an 

attempt to become like God.   

In looking back at the basics, as I am sure we all know, that there 

is pain and suffering in our lives.
