EIGHTH MONTH AFTER CONCEPTION

You're in the homestretch with your spiritually adopted
baby. All of the organs that were developed by the 8"
week are now basically completely formed. The baby is
just gaining weight now and making the mother
uncomfortable with his or her size. An interesting detail
about this time of development is that the eyes are usually
blue, regardless of the permanent color. The final
formation of eye pigment or color usually happens a few
weeks after birth. In a short time the baby will be born.
The mother has planned to bring him or her home, or
place the baby for adoption. Either way, she knows she
can receive the assistance she needs from the Catholic
Church and from Crisis pregnancy centers. The prayers
you have said for this baby and his or her mother have
certainly been appreciated and helpful. It hasn't been
easy, but your prayers have given the baby's mother the
grace to seek the help she has needed throughout
pregnancy.
