My dear brothers and sisters in Christ,

This brief biblical text from the Gospel of St. Matthew
summarizes the mystery and wonder of Christmas — out of divine
love for us, Jesus took on human flesh in the virginal womb of
Mary through the power of the Holy Spirit, to save all people of
all times and places from their sins. The birth of the Christ Child
in the manger of Bethlehem was unlike any other event in human
history because this birth has transformed the ultimate destiny of
humanity, giving men and women the hope of spending an
eternity of peace and joy in the presence of the Triune God,
Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
