 Lent begins o         Lent begins on Wednesday, so now is a good time to remind all of us the                  
                          importance of going to Confession.  It is also a good time to give a quick run-down                 
                                     of just where the power of the sacrament comes from – the Bible. 

                          In St. Matthew’s Gospel, Jesus bestows on the Apostles the power to “bind and loose”.  Binding and loosing is the power to lay down laws and to enforce them.  In Chapter 16, our Lord grants this power to St. Peter.  This is the same passage where Jesus renames our first Pope from Simon to Peter – explicitly “the Rock” upon which the Church is founded.  In Chapter 18, Jesus extends this power to all the Apostles.

	Matthew 16:19: “I will give you the keys of the kingdom of Heaven.  Whatever you bind on 
          earth shall be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.”

	Matthew 18:18: “Amen I say to you, whatever you bind on earth shall be bound in heaven, 
          and whatever you loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.”

St. John is more explicit in Chapter 20 of his Gospel:

	John 20:23: “If you forgive anyone’s sins, they are forgiven.  If you retain anyone’s sins, they 
          are retained.

Finally, the Beloved Disciple gives us an inside look at the very sacramental forgiveness of sins, where St. Peter is brought back into communion with the Lord and with the Church via the healing power of God to forgive all things – even Peter’s explicit, three-fold denial of the Lord around the charcoal fire in the Chief Priest’s courtyard.

In Chapter 21, St. John relates the conversation between the Priest (i.e., the Lord), and the first penitent (i.e., St, Peter), after the miraculous catch of fish, and after Jesus has fed His Apostles fish and bread cooked on another charcoal fire – this one on the beach at the Sea of Galilee.

John 21:15-18: When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love me more than these?”  He replied, “Yes, Lord, you know that I love you.”  Jesus said to him, “Feed my lambs.”

Jesus said to him again, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?”  He replied, “Yes, Lord, you know that I love you.”  Jesus said to him, “Tend my sheep.”

Jesus said to him a third time, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?”  Peter was hurt that Jesus had asked him a third time if he loved Him.  “Lord,” he said to Him, “you know everything.  You know that I love you.”  Jesus said to him, “Feed my sheep.”

The words used by Our Lord and our first Pope are different than the formulas we use today, but the essence is identical.  The key point is that the penitent professes his love for Christ and Christ (directly in St. John’s Gospel, and through the priest today) forgives him.

What are you waiting for?  An invitation?  OK

Dear Child of God,

Please return to the confessional so that I may forgive your sins and bring you back into my sheepfold.  It would make me so happy.
