                              Imagine that you are in Ukraine.  You are young with a beautiful spouse
                                 and two happy children.  But suddenly everything changes.  A power, 
                             one far stronger, wages a cruel war against your country.  Reluctantly, you 
     send your children away to relative safety, while you join other brave countrymen to resist    
     the terrible evil.  But your city is surrounded; you are captured, and now you and your 
     friends are in a concentration camp.  The guards mock your people’s weakness and you 
     suffer torture every day and night.  You cry out to God against all this evil and beg Him to 
     send a great leader to rescue your land and your people…..And finally he comes!!  He and 
     his forces conquer the enemy!  You and your people are set free!

     
     Now imagine this on a bigger scale.  A cruel foreign power invades, wages war, and 
     conquers, not just your nation, but the entire world.  The human race is in chains.  There
     is nowhere safe to send your family, even if you could.  And then finally, in answer to 
     millions of prayers, the rescuer comes!  He conquers the foreign power, arrests its leader, 
     and breaks open all prison doors!  You join his countless troops in rejoicing!
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     This is what we celebrate today on this Third Sunday of Easter!  Put yourself into today’s        
     readings.  In the Gospel, you don’t know yet that the great victory has been won.  The 
     leader you had hoped and believed in has been killed.  You are with others by the sea, 
     feeling hopeless, and longing only that you may be able to eat today.  Sadly, you do the
     only thing you know; you decide to go back to fishing.  Others join you.  But you work all 
     night and catch nothing.  The night’s darkness seems to symbolize your discouragement.

     But as morning breaks, someone on the shore, someone with both feet planted powerfully 
     on solid ground, calls to you and tells you where to fish.  And lo! – you catch more food
     than you have ever caught!  Then you realize that the one calling you is the Rescuer.  He’s 
     not dead!  He has won, defeated the terror of the foreign power, and bound its oligarchy.  
     He says to you, “Follow me.”

     We celebrate, not a national victory, but a victory of heaven over hell.

     In today’s reading from the Book of Revelation, all the Rescuer’s countless troops are  
     standing around His throne, joyfully crying out in loud voices, “Worthy is the Lamb that
     was slain to receive power and riches, wisdom and strength, honor and glory and blessing.”

     The Responsorial Psalm repeats, “I will praise you, Lord, for you have rescued me. Alleluia.”

     There is nothing more wonderful than freedom like that!

     Of course, Lord!  We will follow you!  Of course, Rescuer, we will worship you – for you 
     came from the throne of heaven and have saved us from eternal slavery.

     Today’s reading the Acts of the Apostles shows Peter and the Apostles, having been   
     scourged by the hostile Sanhedrin, now freed from its grip, and rejoicing that they have
     been found worthy to suffer dishonor for the sake of the name of Jesus.
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     Don’t miss the importance of today’s Mass.  Don’t miss its joy and wonder.  Celebrate your  
     freedom with all your heart and soul and mind and strength.  Jesus has set you free from 
     sin and death – your sin and your death.  The Lord calls you to Eternal Life with Him!
