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                      As we prepare for Pentecost, you may have noticed that today’s First Reading is
                     from the Acts of the Apostles and the Second Reading comes from the Book of              
                            Revelation which are both in the New Testament.  Why is this?  It is because
                            both books focus on the same thing: the Church.  Acts looks at the Church
        from its         first days after Pentecost, while The Book of Revelation focuses on the Church 
in Eternity in Heaven.

 
     Today’s reading from the Acts of the Apostles, 14:21-27, discusses the beginning of the
     Church. “It is necessary for us to undergo many hardships to enter the Kingdom of God.”  
     This is the work we must do to obtain Heaven.  We understand this because we have all gone
     through our own hardships at times during our lives, just as Paul and Barnabas and many of 
     the other disciples went through hardships as they went to other countries to spread the 
     Word of God and proclaim the Gospel.
 

 
     Revelations 21:1-5 tells us of a new heaven and a new earth where God is with the human 
     race, and there will be no death, mourning, or weeping.  God will let us see all things new,
     and He will always be with us.

 
     Today’s Gospel from John informs us that Jesus will be with us only a little while longer. And
     with those words, He gives us a new commandment: Love one another.

 
     Today’s readings are really about Love.  We know that love is not easy.  It is very demanding.  
     When the Apostles left their old lives behind to follow Jesus, they needed heroic courage and 
     strength to carry out their tasks for the Lord.  Remember the corporal and spiritual works of 
     mercy: feed the hungry, clothe the naked, counsel the doubtful and comfort the sorrowful. 
     This is our “love one another”.  The Lord is preparing us for the coming of the Holy Spirit at 
     Pentecost!   The Holy Spirit is the divine love the Father and Son have for each other.  With the
     Holy Spirit, who is Love, we can grow as disciples of Christ’s Church as we continue to work
     fearlessly in living God’s love: a universal love that seeks what is truly good for others.  This
     is our journey to our happiness with God.  We obtain that happiness by loving one another 
     through the works we do for others.

     As St. Teresa of Avilla said, “Christ has no body now on earth but yours, no hands but yours,
     no feet but yours; yours are the eyes through which Christ’s compassion is to look out to the 
     earth, yours are the feet by which He is to go about doing good, and yours are the hands by     
     which He is to bless us now.”
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
