                          Jesus’ friends and helpers huddled together in a stuffy upper room.  Even 
                             though it was sunny outside, the shutters were closed.  The doors were locked.

                   “Wait in Jerusalem,” Jesus had told them.  “I am going to send you a special 
                    present. God’s power is going to come to you.  God’s Holy Spirit is coming.”
