                          What a vision!  In today’s Gospel, Jesus has seen Satan fall like lightening from
                           the sky.  The hateful enemy of our nation, the source of division and rage in our
                            culture, the terrible author of the brokenness in families, the cunning force of 
                           sin within ourselves, will at last be conquered – directly by Christ and through
                                                   the missionary preaching of His Church.

    This vision was given to Jesus when 72 of His disciples, whom He had sent to gather people 
    into His harvest, returned.  Thus He teaches us to “ask the Master of the harvest to send 
    laborers for his harvest”.


    So we – who are more of the original 72 – are still gathering people in.  We still proclaim the
    coming of God’s Kingdom.  We still offer God’s peace in the face of the darkness in souls, His
    gifts of mercy in opposition to the growing hatred in our land.  We offer these to everyone,
    to “every town and place He intended to visit”.  In doing so, we can have the confidence that
    we are “more than conquerors through him who loved us.”


    God tells us that He has had enough of the darkness.  In the Church’s preaching and in our
    own sharing, “the Kingdom of God is at hand”.  The time of decision has come for everyone.
    Those who do not receive His messengers, He says, will end up like Sodom.  But those who 
    come into the light will find peace and mercy, protection and nourishment in the heart of
    His Church – the nurturing Mother Jerusalem celebrated in today’s beautiful First Reading,
    the “Israel of God” that Paul blesses with “peace and mercy” in today’s Epistle.

    In today’s Psalm, we sing of God’s “tremendous deeds among the children of Adam”, now
    and throughout history.  Of all the works of God, none is greater than the one He 
    accomplished by the Cross.  Changing the sea into dry land was just an anticipation and
    preparation for our passing over to what Paul calls the “new creation”.

    As the Exodus generation was protected in a wilderness of serpents and scorpions (see
    Deuteronomy 8:15), Christ has givin His Church power over “the full force of the enemy”.
    Ultimately nothing will stop Her as we make our way through the increasing evil of our
    current world, eagerly waiting for the Master of the harvest, hungering for the day when
    Christ returns.

    Then the darkness will no longer be able to make us “bear the marks of Jesus on [our] body”.
    Rather we will shout joyfully to the Lord and sing praise to the glory of His name!
