                                        Community 
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May We Gain “Wisdom of Heart”


                   Before he became corrupt, King Solomon 
                   was a good government leader.  Part of     
                    one of is prayers comprises today’s first
                    reading.  Solomon asked God for the wisdom to lead his nation with holiness, justice, and fairness.  He recognized that he didn’t always “know God’s counsel” and that we people can be “unsure of our plans.”  Only with difficulty do we figure out a few earthly matters, and when it comes to things in heaven, “who can search them out?”  So Solomon asked for “wisdom” and “your Holy Spirit from on high.”
  
Jesus brings us the saving wisdom that Solomon prayed for.  He is that saving Wisdom.  In the Gospel reading, Jesus says that following Him is like a “king marching into battle.”  We gain wisdom with effort, so we need to count the cost as we set out to follow Him. Jesus is telling us up front that it will take work.

Notice that His words aren’t addressed to His chosen few, the Twelve, but to the “great crowds who were traveling with Jesus”.  He was speaking to anyone who wants to be His disciple.

Jesus’ word-pictures of the man who would build a tower and the king who might go to war depict being a Christian as a serious undertaking.  It will demand all that we are.  We must “first sit down” and count the cost of the tower, lest we fail to complete it. The king in war could lose his kingdom and even his life.

Today’s second reading is part of a letter the Apostle Paul wrote to Philemon.  Philemon was a Christian, but he was also a wealthy slave owner.  One of his slaves, named Onesimus, had run away and recently become a Christian under Paul’s leadership.  Paul was writing Philemon to tell him strongly that Onesimus was not a valuable piece of property, but a person of equal status because of their common relationship with Christ.  Paul points out that baptism removes the distinctions that society keeps making.  Paul urges Philemon and us to live by Jesus’ standards.

To stress the point, Paul refers to Onesimus as ‘my own heart”.  He says that God’s purpose for Onesimus’ running away from Philemon was so they might have a new relationship.  God wants Philemon to recognize Onesimus as “no longer a slave, but…a brother”.

Here is the point: Like the former slave Onesimus, we have also been redeemed.  We have been given a new family and made children of the Father; brothers and sisters in the Lord. 

We are free now to come after Him, to be His disciples – no longer slaves to the ties of our past lives.  In Christ, all our yesterdays have passed.  We live in what today’s Psalm describes at the daybreak, ready to be filled with His kindness.  For He has given us “wisdom of heart” and taught us “to number our days aright”.

Prayer for the Sick
Father in Heaven, hear the prayers we offer for our beloved sick.  Grant them comfort in their suffering.  Give them courage when they are afraid, patience when they are afflicted, hope when they feel despair, and when they feel alone, assure them of the prayerful support of Your holy people. We ask You this through Christ our Lord. Amen
