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SCHOLARSHIPS AND GRANTS

Academy of Our Lady offers scholarships to incoming pre-freshmen (students entering the eighth grade) and incoming freshmen. Scholar-
ships are based on the three distinct characteristics of Academy of Our Lady students: Accomplished, Involved and Inspired. Alumni schol-
arships are offered as well.
e  Accomplished Scholarships are academic based scholarships. Students’ grades including conduct and standardized test scores
must meet minimum requirements to qualify. Incoming pre-freshmen are eligible.
e Involved Scholarships are character based scholarships. Incoming pre-freshmen are eligible to apply.
e Inspired Scholarships and Grants are faith based scholarships. Recipients are chosen by elementary school principals and grants
are automatically applied to those who qualify. Incoming pre-freshmen are eligible.
e Alumni Scholarships are awarded to students who meet the criteria set forth by the Academy of Our Lady Alumni Association.

ACCOMPLISHED

Academic scholarship eligibility is based on student’s composite score on the test taken on High School Academic Assessment Day at
Academy of Our Lady as well as academic performance and conduct in middle school. Incoming pre-freshmen and incoming freshmen are
eligible for Accomplished Scholarships.

Merit Scholarships

$1,000 each year for five years.

Composite score of 80-90% for incoming pre-freshmen or composite score of 90% for incoming freshmen on Academy of
Our Lady’s placement test administered on High School Academic Assessment Day on January 10, 2026.

Fiat Excellence Scholarships

Full tuition each year for five years.

Composite score of 98% or above on Academy of Our Lady’s placement test administered on High School Academic
Assessment Day on January 10, 2026.

The minimum requirements to be considered for Accomplished Scholarships are:

e Required composite score on Academy of Our Lady placement test to be taken on High School Academic Assessment Day on
January 10, 2026,

e 3.5 or higher grade point average in English, math, social studies, science, and religion courses taken in the sixth, seventh and
eighth (if applicable) grades,

Submission of third quarter report card,

No grades below a B in any subject,

Good marks in conduct and no major discipline infractions,

Completion of Academy of Our Lady’s registration by the March 20, 2026 deadline, and
No more than five (5) days of absence in a given course in a semester.

The Ave Maria Scholarship honors Catholic school female students who are named valedictorian of their seventh grade class for the
2025-2026 school year with at least 10 girls in the graduating class. The Ave Maria Scholarship is worth $5,000 each year for five years.
The recipients must maintain the standard of academic excellence for scholarship renewal each year as outlined in the handbook.

Recipients of the Ave Maria Scholarship must fulfill the following requirements:

Official letter from school principal provided to Academy of Our Lady. Letter must declare student’s status as the 2025-26 valedictorian of
the school’s seventh grade class,

Good marks in conduct and no major discipline infractions, and

Academy of Our Lady application process completed and registration for the 2026-2027 school year paid by June 1, 2026.

Accomplish Scholarships are renewable throughout the high school years as long as recipients continue to meet the requirements.
