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PASTORAL LETTER

Solemnity of the Most Holy Trinity

Each year, we are invited to gaze into one of the
deepest mysteries of our faith. Trinitarian truth
cannot be derived by pure reason but was
revealed to us by God. It is central to our faith
but also beyond full understanding. There are
popular analogies: the Shamrock —three leaves
but one stem; water can exist as ice, liquid or
steam but is always H20; or one person can be
a son, father and husband. These may be
helpful, but if taken too far can lead to serious
error. They might start to suggest that each
Person is not fully God, that God is just one
Person acting in different modes, or that one is
“lesser” than the other Persons.

Sunday’s Gospel is an example of Trinitarian
Truth revealed by Jesus. Jesus distinguishes
himself from the Holy Spirit yet affirms their unity
with the Father, the Spirit “will not speak on his
own, but he will speak what he hears” declaring
what belongs to the Father and the Son.Jesus
also reveals that the Trinity is united in mutual
self-giving: The Father gives all to the Son,
“Everything that the Father has is mine”; the Son
shares all with the Spirit, “(The Spirit) will take
what is mine and declare it to you”; and the
Spirit leads us into the fullness of Truth, “he will
guide you to all truth”.

On Trinity Sunday the Church calls us to awe
and gratitude before the mystery of God’s inner
life. We are not called to solve this mystery, but
by the power of the Holy Spirit at our baptism,
invited to share in it.

May our contemplation of the Trinity deepen our
faith, hope, and love—and draw us ever closer to
the heart of God.

Solemnidad de la Santisima Trinidad

Cada ano, se nos invita a contemplar uno de los
misterios mds profundos de nuestra fe. La
verdad trinitaria no puede ser derivada
Unicamente por la razén, sino que nos fue
revelada por Dios. Es central para nuestra fe,
pero también estd mads alld de nuestra plena
comprension. Existen analogias populares: el
trébol —tres hojas pero un solo tallo; el agua
puede existir como hielo, liquido o vapor, pero
siempre es H20; o una persona puede ser hijo,
padre y esposo al mismo tiempo. Estas
comparaciones pueden ser Utiles, pero si se
llevan demasiado lejos pueden conducir a
errores graves. Podrian empezar a sugerir que
cada Persona no es plenamente Dios, que Dios
es solo una Persona actuando en diferentes
modos, o que una es “inferior” a las otras
Personas.

El Evangelio del domingo es un ejemplo de la
Verdad Trinitaria revelada por JesUs. JesUs se
distingue del Espiritu Santo, pero afirma su
unidad con el Padre: el Espiritu “no hablard por
su cuenta, sino que dird lo que ha oido”,
declarando lo que pertenece al Padre y al Hijo.
Jesus también revela que la Trinidad estd unida
en una entrega mutua: el Padre lo entrega todo
al Hijo, “todo lo que tiene el Padre es mio”; el Hijo
comparte todo con el Espiritu, “(el Espiritu)
tomard de lo mio y se lo anunciard a ustedes”; y
el Espiritu nos guia hacia la plenitud de la
Verdad, “él los guiard a toda la verdad”.

En el Domingo de la Trinidad, la Iglesia nos
llama a la admiracién y a la gratitud ante el
misterio de la vida interior de Dios. No estamos
llamados a resolver este misterio, sino que, por
el poder del Espiritu Santo en nuestro bautismo,
somos invitados a participar en él.

Que nuestra contemplacién de la Trinidad
profundice nuestra fe, esperanza y caridad, y
nos acerque cada vez mds al corazdén de Dios.
