Lexington- British outnumbered Patriots. The
Shot Heard ‘Round the World was fired here-
beginning the American Revolution. The British
won and marched on to Concord

Concord- The Patriots were ready for the British
when they arrived in Concord. The British
suffered heavy losses and were fired upon as
they retreated to Boston. The Redcoats did not
seize any military supplies because women had

hidden them.

Bunker Hill- The Patriots wanted to put cannons
at the top of Bunker Hill and Breeds Hill to force
the Recoats to leave Boston. Overnight the
Patriots built a fort on Breeds Hill. The Redcoats
tried to capture the hill twice unsuccessfully. They
were successful on their third try because the
Patriots ran out of ammunition. Although British
soldiers defeated Patriots at the Battle of Bunker
Hill, they suffered heavy losses. The Patriots

were happy.
