Saint Scholastica—- Feb. 10
Twins often share the same interests
and ideas with an equal intensity.

She founded a religious community for
women near Monte Cassino at Plombariola, five
miles from where her brother governed a monastery.

In coming closer to
Christ, however, they found they were also closer to
each other. In joining a religious community, they did
not forget or forsake their family but rather found
more brothers and sisters.
