Explanation of the Symbols in our New Parish Logo

Face of Saint Louis IX, King of France: This image is drawn based on the famous statue “Apotheosis of St. Louis”
Fleur de Lis: the three-leaf lily flower in his crown is a symbol of devotion to Mary, which was deep in the life of St. Louis

Crown of Thorns: St. Louis built a church exclusively to house the true relic of the Crown of
Thorns

“Tau” Cross: The cross in the form of a Greek letter “T” is the Franciscan style, a reference to
St. Louis’ devotion to St. Francis of Assisi. St. Louis is co-patron of the Third Order
Franciscans.

Pax et Bonum: This Latin phrase means “Peace and Goodwill,” and is the customary greeting
of Franciscans, the spirituality which inspired St. Louis to love the poor and seek peace

1925: On May 2, 1925, the one-room Groveton Schoolhouse was purchased by the Bishop of
the Diocese of Richmond to serve as the Catholic chapel for the growing Catholic community
here in Groveton (Alexandria). This chapel became St. Louis Parish in 1949.

End of Year Donations:
IRA Charitable Rollover Gifts

Current law allows individuals age 70% or older to make tax-free gifts up to $100,000, from a traditional IRA directly to a parish,
school or the Diocese prior to Dec. 31, 2020. IRA gifts after Dec. 31t will be counted for 2021.

Recap of an IRA charitable rollover: A donor and a spouse can each make a direct IRA gift if:

The donor is age 70" or older on the day of the gift.
The donor transfers up to $100,000 directly from the donor’s IRA to a qualified charity.
The gift qualifies as a Required Minimum Distribution (RMD) and is not subject to income taxes.

This applies only to IRAs and not to other retirement plans.

The donor does not receive any goods or services in return for the rollover gift.
6. The gift needs to be transacted by Dec. 31, 2020, for the gift to qualify this year.
