1. Who made you? God made me.

2. Why did God make you?
God made me to know, love and serve Him in this world so I can be happy with
Him in Heaven. Or  God made me to show forth His goodness and love.

3. How many gods are there? There is only one God.

4. How many persons are there in 1 God? There are 3 Persons in one God.

5. What are the names of the Persons? God the Father, God the Son, and God
the Holy Spirit.

6. What do we call the 3 Persons in one God? The Holy Trinity.

7. Who is Jesus?  Jesus is true God and true man. He is the Word of God made
flesh (the second person of the Trinity, the Son, became incarnate).

8. Whatis sin? Sin is an offense against God; saying no to God.
(For students older than 4™ grade: Sin is any thought, word, deed or omission
against the commandments of God)

9. Who committed the first sin on earth? Adam and Eve

10. What do we call the sin Adam and Eve committed?  Original sin

11.What happened to Adam and Eve because of their sin? Adam and Eve lost
sanctifying grace and were exiled from the Garden.

12. What happens to us because of the sin of Adam and Eve? Because of
the sin of Adam and Eve, we are born without sanctifying grace and with the
stain of original sin on our soul.

13.  What can take away original sin from our soul? Baptism takes it away
and restores grace.



14. Whatis grace? Grace is God’s life within us.

15. What is mortal sin and what does it do to our soul?  Mortal sin is a
grave offense against God that destroys our relationship with Him and takes
away the life of our soul.

16. Whatis venial sin? Venial sin is a less serious offense against God that
weakens our relationship with Him.

17. Whatis a sacrament? An outward sign instituted by Christ to give
grace.

18. How many sacraments are there and can you name them? There are 7
sacraments: Baptism, Confirmation, Holy Eucharist, Reconciliation, Anointing of
the Sick, Holy Orders and Marriage

19.What is Reconciliation? It’s the sacrament by which sins committed after
baptism are forgiven.

20.What are the steps to a good confession?
1) To know my sins and to be sorry for them (contrition)
2) To tell my sins to God through the priest (confession)
3) To do the penance the priest gives me (satisfaction)

21. Whatis the Holy Eucharist? It is the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ
(under the appearance of bread and wine.

22. Can you receive Holy Communion if you have a mortal sin on your
soul?
No, you have to go to Reconciliation first and receive forgiveness.

23. Who stands in the place of Jesus at Mass? The priest stands in the place
of Jesus at Mass.



24. What are the 10 commandments?

1.Iam the Lord your God: You shall not have strange Gods before me.
2. You shall not take the name of the Lord your God in vain.

3. Remember to keep holy the Lord’s Day.

4. Honor your father and mother.

5. You shall not kill.

6. You shall not commit adultery.

7. You shall not steal.

8. You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

9. You shall not covet your neighbor’s wife.

10.You shall not covet your neighbor’s goods.
