SCAM ALERT 
If you receive a call from someone asking to make a pay-
ment for a new meter from National Grid before they can 
begin the job - it is a SCAM looking to steal your money. Do 
not fall for it! You are not charged for meters. These scam-
mers are taking advantage of the notice from NGrid that 
meters are being updated to a new style. This happened 
here at St Anne - St Patrick! We are blessed to have a 
bookkeeper who caught it.  
Email scam detection hint 
There have been other recent nefarious attempts at theft 
through emails and text messages (best example is suppos-
edly from the Fastlane -Mass DOT). Sometimes the easiest 
thing to do is CAREFULLY look at the spelling of the send-
er's domain name (ours is NAME@worcesterdiocese.org). 
Very slightly mis-spelled names (like two nn's instead of an 
m) or names that don't look familiar are good indicators - as 
well as requests for actions that are out of the ordinary (like 
the fake emails from Bishop McManus or a pastor looking 
for gift cards.) Question things to sort the legitimate emails 
from the fake ones. In this digital world we cannot just ig-
