Technology Safety: Preventing Scams

Scammers use fake emails, texts, or calls, often pretending to be banks, delivery services, or even family
members. Some have even posed as Fr. Javier asking for gift cards. Learn to spot the signs and protect
yourself.
Red Flags ™
Urgent messages: “Act now or your account will be locked.”
Requests for payment via gift cards, wire transfer, or cryptocurrency.
Poor spelling, unusual email addresses, or odd wording.

e (Calls from “tech support” asking for remote access.

o Family/friends asking for money urgently but can’t speak on the phone.
Safe Actions

e Godirectly to official websites or apps instead of clicking links.
Hang up and call back using official numbers.

e Delete suspicious texts/emails; don’t reply.

e Check with a trusted family member if unsure.

e Use a “Safe Phrase” to confirm identity for emergency calls.
Social Media & Privacy
Red Flags: Friend requests from strangers, “share to win” posts, links from unknown contacts.
Safe Actions:

e Setprofiles to “Friends Only.”

e Post personal updates privately and after trips.

e Turn off location tagging.

e Fact-check before sharing.
Mobile Phones & Texting
Red Flags: Texts/calls asking for money, apps requesting unnecessary permissions.
Safe Actions:

e Don’t click unknown links.

e Block unknown callers.

e Download apps only from official stores.

e Review app permissions regularly.

e Hang up if pressured.
Location & GPS
Red Flags: Live social media posts, apps asking for “always on” location.
Safe Actions:

e Turn off location when not needed.

e Give apps location access only when in use.

o Share vacation photos after returning home.

e Keep emergency location services enabled.
Golden Rules

« OIfyou feel rushed, pressured, or scared — stop.

« O Never share passwords, PINs, or gift card info.

. Delete, hang up, or ask for help if unsure.

Check with a trusted friend or family member.

-INCREASE OUR FAITH-

The apostles asked Jesus, ‘Increase our faith,” and He responded in a way that challenges us all: even the tiniest
bit of true faith—a mustard seed—can move mountains, or in His words, uproot a mulberry tree and plant it in
the sea. That's a bold image! Jesus is reminding us that faith is not about size, credentials, or perfection; it's about
trust and action.

But then He shifts to service. He asks us to reflect: when we do what is commanded—when we pray, love, help,
and serve—do we expect praise or recognition? Or do we, like humble servants, remember that we are simply
doing what we are called to do? True faith and true discipleship are not measured by extraordinary acts alone,
but by the ordinary, faithful obedience in our daily lives.

Whether it’s a small act of kindness to a neighbor, listening to a friend in need, or quietly helping at church, these
are the moments where God works through us. And even when no one notices, even when we feel unworthy,
God’s power is at work. We are invited to let go of the need for recognition and embrace the humility of being
His servants.

So today, ask yourself: Am I seeking praise, or am [ simply trusting and obeying? Am [ waiting for something big
to happen, or am I faithful in the small ways? Remember, even a mustard seed of faith, nurtured with love and
action, has the power to change the world.”
