As we have been standing on the sidewalk during the 40 Days
for Life Lenten/Spring Campaign, we have been made aware of
so many babies that would not have been aborted if the mother
truly knew that she had a choice other than abortion. Our daily
prayers to God, pleading for the life of our Spiritually Adopted

unborn Baby, will make the difference between life and
death. Our Faith tells us so. It is not too late to sign up on one
of the slips in the front and middle of the church. Please write
the name you choose for your baby, write it clearly on the slip
and place it in one of the labeled baskets. Keep the prayer card
with you to pray daily for your baby. You may want to say a
Hail Mary for the parents of the Spiritually Adopted
Baby. Thank you for caring for God’s Children who have no
voice but ours!

12-STEP RECOVERY

Addiction to alcohol and/or any other sub-
stance or behavior may seem like a very
heavy cross for anyone to bear, and often
times feels close to unbearable. But there
is hope for any and all addicts. That hope
can be found, and has been realized over
the decades in the various 12-Step Recov-
ery Programs.

The 12 recovery steps are:

1. We admitted we were powerless over
alcohol/addiction—that our lives had be-
come unmanageable.

2. Came to believe that a Power greater
than ourselves could restore us to sanity.
3. Made a decision to turn our will and our
lives over to the care of God as we under-
stood Him.

4. Made a searching and fearless moral in-
ventory of ourselves.

5. Admitted to God, to ourselves, and to
another human being the exact nature of
our wrongs.

6. Were entirely ready to have God remove
all these defects of character.

7. Humbly asked Him to remove our short-
comings.

8. Made a list of all persons we had
harmed, and became willing to make
amends to them all.

9. Made direct amends to such people
wherever possible, except when to do so
would injure them or others.

10. Continued to take personal inventory

and when we were wrong promptly admit-
ted it.

11. Sought through prayer and meditation
to improve our conscious contact with God
as we understood Him, praying only for
knowledge of His will for us and the power
to carry that out.

12. Having had a spiritual awakening as the
result of these steps, we tried to carry this
message to alcoholics/addicts, and to prac-
tice these principles in all our affairs.

If these steps sound similar to our Catholic
or Christian way of life, they are.

When people participate in these programs,
they

a) Abstain from their addiction (for a sin-
gle day) one day at a time

b) Ask God in the morning, to remove the
desire to act on the addiction, and thank
Him in the evening for the grace of having
been kept from the desire to act out

c) Attend 12-Step recovery meetings for
support with a particular addiction, and
seek the help of a “sponsor” to serve as a
guide through the process.

12-Step Recovery Programs have saved
millions of people from the curse of addic-
tion. The programs are not magical but
certainly are mystical.
