On Palm Sunday, we hear of Jesus’s
triumphant entry into Jerusalem. We enter

the celebration on a high note; joining
hundreds in Jerusalem welcoming our Lord

with shouts of praise and the waving of
palm branches.  

 

But it doesn’t take long for the celebration to
take a somber turn. Many of the items that

make our churches beautiful are gone:
flowers removed, statues and images covered.

The church feels bare and lifeless.

We continue the celebration hearing our first
reading of standing firm in our faith amidst

suffering; the psalm crying out to God in
abandonment; the second reading speaking

of Jesus’s being brought low to join us in
our humanity.  

 

We reach our final reading from the Gospels
and recall the Passion and Death of our Lord.

The triumphant entry transitioned to the
most sorrowful experience the world

has ever known.  
 

Leaving the church, we can’t seem to be
joyous. We feel low knowing that the King

of the world has died.  
 

As Holy Week progresses, I encourage you  to
take the time to process all that Jesus endures

and allow yourself to be moved by it. It’s
uncomfortable to enter His suffering, but we

cannot abandon our Lord in His hour of need.
For we cannot welcome the joy of Easter
without first embracing the bitter cross.
