REFLECTION FOR THE TWENTY-NINTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME:  

Pray with persistence. Persistence gets defined as a “firm or obstinate continuance in a 
course of action in spite of difficulty or opposition.” To put another way, “not giving up when 
something is difficult and continuing to try even after facing challenges or setbacks.”  
God loves you so much that He wants to be in relationship with you and wants to be God of 
each moment of your life. When we pray, we are seeking to be in conversation with God, both 
offering what is going on in my life and taking time to listen to hear what He might want to tell 
me about my life. Here, in your prayer, you need to be persistent, constant, continual no mat-
ter how the prayer is going or not going, no matter how you are seeing results or not, no mat-
ter what feelings or blessings or affirmations you are receiving or not. This persistence or you 
could say faithfulness is seen and received by our great God and this will yield tremendous 
blessings at the proper time and strengthen the relationship with the One who loves you so.
