REFLECTION: THE THIRD SUNDAY OF ADVENT - Joy! This Third Sunday of Advent is
a day in which we joyfully rejoice as we are getting closer and closer to the cause of all of
our joy: the coming of Jesus Christ into our world who will go to battle for you and I
against the powers of sin and death. This day, and truly the whole liturgical calendar of
Advent, Christmas, Ordinary Time, Lent, Easter, and back into Ordinary Time, should
draw you and I closer to Jesus and His Church because of His great love for us.

While not the Gospel reading for this weekend, back on December 9th of the
Second Tuesday of Advent we heard from Matthew 18:12-14, in which we get these won-
derful words from Jesus regarding one sheep that goes away from Him: “And if he finds
it, amen, I say to you, he rejoices more over it than over the ninety-nine that did not stray.
