Welcome Father Innocent!! 
 Rev. Innocent Ibeh was born on November 12, 1970, in Aba, a vibrant city in South-East  
Nigeria. Aba is one of Nigeria's bustling commercial hubs, home to about five million residents.  
I am the third of five siblings, which has given me a close and lively family background.  

 My family deeply cherishes our Catholic faith, with my mother as our devoted prayer warrior 
— she can stop praying! I started getting more involved in church when I was just eight years old, 
after my mother signed me up to be an altar server. Watching a dedicated resident priest in my  
parish live his inspiring life encouraged me to consider the possibility of becoming a priest myself.  

 I was admitted to Annunciation Minor Seminary (similar to a high school) in Abia State,  
Nigeria, in September 1984. I studied Philosophy and Theology at St. Joseph Major Seminary,  
affiliated with Urban University in Rome, earning Bachelor's degrees in Philosophy and Theology in 
1997 and 2001, respectively. I completed my Master's and Doctoral degrees at Imo State University, 
Nigeria, specializing in Educational Administration and Management.  

 Innocent was ordained on June 29, 2001, (The Solemnity of two great apostles, Peter and 
Paul), at Christ the King Cathedral in Aba, Nigeria. Immediately after my ordination, I volunteered to 
go on a mission as a “Fidei Donum” to a rural diocese in Nigeria for two years. After that, upon  
returning to Aba, I served as the principal of several church high schools for fifteen years; then I  
became the Rector of Christ the King Cathedral. In between these roles, I was a senator in the Aba 
Diocesan Senate of Priests; a consultor in the Board of Consultors to the Bishop; and a Diocesan 
Chaplain for Our Lady Queen of Peace Catholic Women Organization, (similar to the CWL).  

 I arrived in Canada on 21st January 2022, during the height of winter, transitioning from 37 
degrees Celsius to minus 21. I'll save the story of my experiences upon arriving in Canada for  
another time.  

 I had my orientation at Sacred Heart Church in Sarnia, then ministered at North-Central 
Windsor Catholic Family of Parishes, Springbank Catholic Family of Parishes in London, and Chatham 
Catholic Family of Parishes over the past three years. I am now with you at Perth Huron Catholic 
Family of Parishes, and by God’s grace, it will be a grace-filled time.   Father Innocent.
