Jesus, in today’s gospel, reminds us not to be afraid, but 
to always put our faith and trust in God.  In today’s   
Gospel Jesus tells us clearly;  
 “Fear no one. Nothing is concealed that will not be   
revealed, nor secret that will not be known.” (Matt 
10:26)  
 “Do not be afraid of those who kill the body but cannot 
kill the soul” (Matt 10:28)  
 “Do not be afraid; you are worth more than many     
sparrows.  (Matt 10:31-32)  
Jesus also says in another passage, “Do not worry what 
to eat, what to drink, and what to wear.  All these things 
the pagans seek. Your heavenly Father knows that you 
need them all. But seek first the kingdom (of God) and 
his righteousness, and all these things will be given you 
besides. Do not worry about tomorrow; tomorrow will 
take care of itself. (Matt 6:31-34).
