Santa Clara de Asís

DÍA DE FIESTA 11 DE AGOSTO


Aunque ella era solo 10 años menor que su conciudadano, Francisco de Asís, Clara se sintió atraída por su radical mensaje de servir a Dios dentro de una extrema pobreza. A pesar de las objeciones de su aristocrática familia, que deseaba que Clara se casara, ella, con la ayuda de Francisco, renunció al mundo y juntos fundaron la Segunda Orden de San Francisco, conocida en el mundo entero como la Orden de las Hermanas Pobres de Santa Clara. A lo largo de 40 años, ella dirigió la comunidad de San Damián, cuyas monjas incluían a su hermana y a su madre viuda. Clara servía a las demás monjas quienes salían a pedir limosna, enfermaba con frecuencia debido a lo difícil de la vida que llevaban y fue proclamada santa solo dos años después de su fallecimiento.

Feast: August 11

Though 10 years younger than her townsman, Francis of Assisi, Clare was drawn to his radical message of serving God in abject poverty. Despite objections from her aristocratic family, who wanted her to marry, she gave up the world with Francis’ help and founded the Second Order of St. Francis, known worldwide as the Poor Clares. For 40 years, she guided the San Damiano community, whose nuns included her sister and widowed mother. She served the other nuns who went out to beg, was often sick because of their hard life, and was proclaimed a saint just two years after she died.
                                                       

The Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary

The Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary   was   always   a virgin, both in conceiving Jesus, giving birth to him, and remaining virgin ever after. God granted her this privilege to emphasize that this was a unique moment in history—the birth of Jesus who is the Son of God and the Son of Mary. The liturgy of the Church speaks of Mary as “ever virgin.” In the early Church some denied this, arguing that the Gospels speak of the brothers and sisters of Jesus, and thus maintained that Mary did not remain a virgin after the birth of Jesus.  But already in the fourth century, theologians pointed out that the Greek word for brother used in the New Testament can refer also to cousin. A second explanation was that these brothers and sisters were children of Joseph by a previous marriage. However, it is the constant teaching of the Church that Mary remained a virgin even after the birth of Jesus. In her virginity, Mary lived a life dedicated exclusively to her Son and his mission. Her example has been followed by some of Christ’s disciples who have lived lives of consecrated virginity and celibacy from apostolic times to the present. In the mystery of her Assumption, Mary experiences immediately what we all will experience eventually, a bodily resurrection like Christ’s own. “The Immaculate Virgin...  when  the  course  of  her  earthly  life  was  finished,  was taken up body and soul into heavenly glory, and exalted by the Lord as Queen over all things, so that she might be more fully conformed to her Son, the Lord of lords and conqueror of death” (CCC, no. 966, citing LG, no. 59). Finally, in Mary we behold what the Church is already like during her  pilgrimage  of  faith—and  what the Church will become at the end of the journey. “Mary figured profoundly in the history of salvation and in a certain way unites and mirrors within herself the central truths of the faith” (LG, no. 65).
La solemnidad de la Asunción de la Virgen María

María fue siempre virgen, tanto al concebir a Jesús como al dar a luz a Jesús, y permaneció virgen desde ese entonces.  Dios le otorgó el privilegio de resaltar que este era un momento único en la historia: el nacimiento de Jesús, quien es el Hijo de Dios y el Hijo de María. La liturgia de la Iglesia habla de María como la “siempre virgen”. En la Iglesia naciente algunos negaron esto, argumentando que los Evangelios hablan de los hermanos y hermanas de Jesús, y que por tanto María no había permanecido virgen tras el nacimiento de Jesús. Pero ya en el siglo IV, los teólogos indicaron que la palabra griega para hermano usada en el Nuevo Testamento también se puede usar para referirse a “primo”.  Una segunda explicación fue que estos hermanos y hermanas eran hijos de un matrimonio previo de José. Sin embargo, ha sido la enseñanza continua de la Iglesia que María permaneció virgen incluso después del nacimiento de Jesús. En su virginidad, la Virgen María vivió una vida dedicada exclusivamente a su Hijo y su misión.  Su ejemplo ha sido imitado por algunos de los discípulos de Cristo que han vivido vidas de virginidad y celibato consagrados, desde la época apostólica hasta nuestros días. En el misterio de su Asunción, la Virgen María experimentó inmediatamente lo que todos nosotros experimentaremos finalmente, una resurrección del cuerpo como la del mismo Cristo. “La Virgen Inmaculada [...] terminado el curso de su vida en la tierra, fue llevada a la gloria del cielo y elevada al trono por el Señor como Reina del universo, para ser conformada más plenamente a su Hijo, Señor de los Señores y vencedor del pecado y de la muerte” (CIC, no. 966, citando LG, no. 59).  Finalmente, en María contemplamos lo que la Iglesia ya es durante su peregrinaje de fe, y en lo que se convertirá la Iglesia al final de su caminar. “Porque María, que habiendo entrado íntimamente en la historia de la Salvación, en cierta manera en sí une y refleja las más grandes exigencias de la fe” (LG, no. 65).
