After looking around and finding courageous people, ask yourself, “how did they do
it?” The response is that their courage came from God’s grace.

While we are on the subject of grace, I would like to share with you that this past week, on Wednesday, May 26,
I celebrated nine years of priesthood. I can see that through the years the grace of God who has held me and
guided me.
