“He replied, ‘No, if you pull
up the weeds you might
uproot the wheat along

with them. Let them grow
together until harvest.””

- Mt 13:29-30
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Last week, we heard the parable of the Sower and the Seed in the Gospel. The seed,
which the Sower sowed everywhere, is “the word of the kingdom” (Mt 13:19). The word is
traditionally associated with who Jesus is, as mentioned in the beginning of John’s Gos-
pel (John 1:1-5; 14).

To receive the seed into our hearts means to receive the Word of God, Jesus, in various
ways. The best way to receive our Lord is to receive Him in the most Holy Eucharist at
Mass and in the other sacraments. Another way to receive the Word is through the writ-
ten Word of God, the Bible. One of the best ways to approach the Bible, in my opinion, is
Lectio Divina. Understanding Jesus as the Word carries profound significance for the
practice of Lectio Divina. Here's how the importance of Lectio Divina relates to Jesus as

the Word:
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1. Encountering the Living Word: Through the practice of Lectio Divina, we engage with the written Word of
God, which includes the Scriptures. However, as Jesus is the Word made flesh, Lectio Divina helps us encounter
the living Word—Jesus Himself. By entering into a contemplative reading and prayerful reflection on Scripture,
we create an environment where we can encounter the presence of Jesus, who speaks to us and reveals Himself
through His Word.

2. Deepening Relationship with Jesus: Lectio Divina enables us to develop an intimate relationship with Jesus
who is the Word. By meditating on Scripture, we open ourselves to His teachings, His character,
and His transformative power. As we listen attentively to His Word, we grow in understanding, love, and com-
munion with Him.

3. Transformation and Spiritual Growth: Jesus, as the living Word, has the power to transform us from the in-
side out. Through Lectio Divina, as we engage with His Word and allow it to penetrate our hearts, we become
receptive to the Holy Spirit's work in our lives. The Holy Spirit uses the Scriptures to illuminate our minds, con-
vict us of sin, guide us in truth, and conform us to the image of Christ. Lectio Divina becomes a means by which
we cooperate with the Spirit's transformative work, leading to spiritual growth and maturity.

4. Guidance and Discernment: In Lectio Divina, we not only read and reflect on Scripture, but we also engage in
prayerful conversation with God. Jesus, as the Word, provides us with guidance and direction through His Word
as we seek His will and discern His voice. By attentively listening to His Word, we can receive wisdom, discern-
ment, and clarity in various aspects of our lives.

5. Living Out the Word: Lectio Divina is not just an intellectual exercise; it calls us to embody and live out the
Word in our daily lives. Jesus taught His disciples to not only hear His words but to put them into practice
(Matthew 7:24). Similarly, Lectio Divina helps us internalize the Word, allowing it to shape our thoughts, atti-
tudes, actions, and relationships. It empowers us to live as disciples of Jesus, reflecting His character and shar-
ing His love with others.

Being exposed to the written word of God allows us to continually nourish our hearts. Lectio Divina becomes a

means through which we connect with the heart of God, allowing His Word to shape and mold us into His like-
ness.
