Feast of the Transfiguration of the Lord 
 
The word Transfiguration means a metamorphosis towards a spiritual change. At this moment you 
are probably asking yourself “Why did the Transfiguration take place?” God, Our Father had a mis-
sion for his Son. The transfiguration is aimed at strengthening the apostles and Jesus for His Passion. 
So why is the appearance of Moses and Elijah? In the Old Testament there are two principle compo-
nents which are the Law,  of that Moses is considered the Law giver. The second is the Proph-
ets,  which Elijah is considered to be the greatest Prophet. In the vision, they both allude to Jesus’s 

As you know I said in my 
homily that James and the other disciples had to also be transformed and possibly exclaiming “I feel good!”

"This is my beloved Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to him.”- then the Lord touched them in a tender mo-
ment of calming their hearts. It is in a fathers touch that we can be healed or see things through the grace of God. The 
Catechism of the Catholic Church says that “grace is a participation in the life of God” (No. 1997). Now you got to be 
asking yourself  how can I participate in the life of God?
