As we near Labor Day and the official end of summer, I hope that you’ve been able to find 

time for rest and relaxation. Once the school year starts in a few weeks, I know the Ad-

vent season will be upon us before we know it! 

  

A little more than ten years ago, I was confirmed by Monsignor Harahan on the Feast of 

Pentecost after completing an amazing year of formation in RCIA (Rite of Christian Initi-

ation for Adults). Between the amazing RCIA team, Bishop Barron’s Catholicism series, a 

Men’s Cornerstone retreat, and a life-changing experience with the sacrament of Recon-

ciliation, I wondered where my renewed faith in Jesus Christ would lead me. One of the answers to that question 

came from our own Pat Khanjian, Religious Education Coordinator for grades 1-6, when she invited me to be-

come a Catechist.

While it is not necessary to be certified to volunteer, it is highly recommended that new Catechists complete the 

introductory training, Vocation of the Catechist or Catechesis 101. Over the years of preparing lessons for those 

special Sunday mornings, and even now for our Confirmation program, I still continue to learn. If you are inter-

ested in learning more about our faith, volunteering as a Catechist is a rewarding way to do so.
