Repent. Follow. Examine. They are three powerful verbs guaranteed to keep us close to God. As 
I mentioned in my homily, if we are open to changing our unhealthy behaviors, accepting of Je-
sus’ invitation to follow Him, and continually examine our daily progress, then we are on the 
path to be happy in this life and happy with Jesus in the next.

That “interface” is the felt ex-
perience of my day. It deserves prayerful attention. It is a big part of how we know and respond to God. 
 
Our stu-
dents enjoy an atmosphere of high-level academics, enthusiastic sportsmanship, art, and the insight of how God is pre-
sent in every aspect of their lives.

I work with so many amazing teachers and administrators, who have edified me 
with their hard work and dedication.
