In our Gospel last week, Jesus goes to four simple fishermen in Galilee which was formerly 
known as the land of Zebulun and Naphtali at the time of Isaiah. He simply says, “Come after 
me and I will make you fishers of men.” Jesus begins his ministry in a part of Israel that had 
seen great darkness over the centuries through war and famine, death, and destruction. It is 
here in Galilee that Jesus will begin to scatter the darkness with His light, His Gospel mes-
sage. 
 

 Follow me, come after me! Jesus is calling out to you and to me. He is calling us to be His 
disciples. Like the four fishermen, Jesus does not call the righteous. He goes to those who 
seek, the sinner, the broken hearted, the young and the old. He gives us a mission and only 

asks us to be faithful; to go forth spreading his Gospel message to a broken, anxious world in need of healing, and 
hope, scattering the darkness with our love. 
 

As I mentioned in my homily, I found the theme song of World Youth Day in Toronto in 2002, “The Light of the 
World” inspirational. The official song video can be viewed at https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=sRutozt7KlU  The 
opening lyrics are as follows:

His splendor is on all, 

For he shines upon the world.
