Recently, there has been an increase in reports of 
fraudulent email solicitations for financial support, 
usually in the form of gift cards. These reports are 
coming from email accounts or text messages 
identifying as Archdiocesan priests. To minimize 
fraudulent impact, pastors are encouraged to remind 
their membership that priests/churches would never 
make such appeals to the parish community. Advise 
parishioners to notify the church office immediately if 
they receive any unfamiliar donation requests.
