Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion (EMHC)

Extraordinary Ministers of Holy
Communion (EMHCs) are lay persons
who are trained to assist the Clergy and
InsƟtuted Acolytes in the distribuƟon of
the Holy Eucharist at daily or weekend
Masses.

Outside of Mass, EMHCs can also serve God’s people by
supporƟng the Sick and Homebound Ministry which
provides pastoral care to the sick by visiƟng parishioners
who are confined to their homes, are residents of local
nursing homes, or convalescing in the hospital. We visit to
provide fellowship, to pray with them and bring them Holy
Communion.
We are in need of EMHCs to distribute the Holy Eucharist
at Masses and/or bring the Eucharist and share their Ɵme
and faith with the homebound.
