Meditation

“He put his finger into the man’s ear” (Mark 7:33)

If Jesus’ actions in today’s Gospel reading seem odd
to you, you’re probably not alone. Its not every day that
you see someone placing his fingers in a man’s ears or
touching his tongue. But then again, this is the one who
told his disciples to eat his body and drink his blood, who
touched a man with leprosy, and who put mud on another
man’s eyes.

If you want to know what’s behind all of this, it can
probably be summed up in one word: intimacy. Not the
romantic or sentimental kind of intimacy, but the
compassionate kind. It’s the intimacy of a God who loves
his people, a God who humbles himself to enter into our
wounded, muddled, messy lives so that he can offer his
healing and salvation.

By touching this man’s ears and tongue, Jesus
singled out the parts of his body that had kept him
trapped in isolation. He showed that he knew exactly what
the man needed and that he wasn't afraid to deal with it.
And through that physical touch, Jesus brought life back
to him. The man was no longer trapped in silence. Now he
could hear his loved ones’ words. Now he could speak to
them and share with them.

Jesus is very close to you as well. He knows you
better even than you know yourself. He sees the ways in
which you have become isolated— whether through sin or
fear or anxiety or sickness. Just as he sighed when he
touched the deaf man, Jesus knows your pain and wants
to set you free. So he asks you to let down your guard and
allow him to come into your heart and heal whatever is
hurting.

Today, Jesus will come to you in a very special
physical, personal way in the Eucharist. As you receive
him, open your heart. Let him enter the silence and
messiness inside you so that he can set you free.

“Jesus, I welcome you into my heart. Come, Lord, with
your healing touch.”

Meditacion

“El Paramo se convertira en un estanque.” (Isaias 35, 7)

Las promesas que hace el profeta Isaias parecena exagerada, ¢no es cierto? Si las
leemos literalmente, parecen maravillosas. Pero si leemos estos versiculos espiritualmente,
las promesas nos resultan aun mas inspiradoras: Dios esta prometiendo transformar
nuestro propio corazon. jEl Senior nos ha hecho una nueva creacion! Pero debido a toda la
generosidad que nos ha mostrado, Dios todavia nos pide que acudamos a el para recibir
su gracia. Aun desea que nos aquietemos en su presencia para que el pueda llenar
nuestro corazon en su agua de vida.

San Bernardo de Claraval, un monje frances del siglo XII, lo explico de esta manera:
“El hombre que es sabio... vera su vida mas como un embalse que como un canal. El
canal derrama simultaneamente lo recibe; el embalse retiene el agua hasta que se llena,
luego se desborda sin tener perdidas... Tu tambien debes aprender a esperar esta
plenitude antes de derramas tus dones. No trates de ser mas generoso que Dios.”

Dios nunca tuvo la intencion de que nosotros fueramos un “canal”, siempre dando
lo que sea que recibamos, pero nunca dejandonos nada para nosotros mismos. No, el
desea cuidarnos tambien, dia tras dia. El Sefior sabe que si podemos aprender a ser como
“embalses”, no solo seremos mas felices y pacificos, sino que tambien seremos mas
eficaces en ciudar de las personas que nos rodean.

Nos vaciamos todos los dias: Por nuestros hijos, por nuestros padres ancianos, por
los companeros del trabajo o los vecinos. Pero si pasamos todo el tiempo cuidando de los
demas, terminaremos fisicamente exhaustos y espiritualmente agotados.

No hay nada de malo en tomar cinco o diez minutos cada dia para aquietar el
corazon y sumergirnos en el amoe y la misericordia de Dios. No hay nada de malo en
Convertirse en un embalse en lugar de un canal. Las promesas exageradas, pero
maravillosas, de Dios son para ti tanto como lo son para todos los demas.
