Thank you all so much for 
the warm welcome in Corning and Willows!  
 

 As you all know by now, Bishop Soto has asked me to serve in both 
of these  wonderful communities while your pastors, Fr. Orlando and Fr. 

Since arriving in both parishes, I have 
experienced an outpouring of support and encouragement from many 
people and I am immensely grateful! 
 

 I was ordained in 2019 and so far I have served at St. Charles    
Borromeo Parish in Sacramento and St. John the Baptist Parish in Chico, 
my current assignment. During my priestly ministry, I have been involved 
in Catholic education and the Newman Centers.

 Most of all, however, I love being a priest, and I am grateful for the 
opportunity to serve both of these communities. Yes, scheduling will be 
difficult during this time, but through our faith in Jesus Christ, our reliance 
on the Holy Spirit, and  support of each other, I know that this time will be 
a time filled with God’s grace. Finally, let us continue to pray for both of 
our pastors, Fr. Orlando and Fr. Mikel, that they both have fast recoveries 
and good health!
