SRD SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

Brothers and sisters, today Isaiah tells us, “The people who walked in
darkness have seen a great light.” In the Gospel, that light is Jesus himself,
who comes into the ordinary “Galilee” of people’s lives and begins to preach:
“Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” He does not wait for a perfect
world; he steps right into our worries, sins, and family struggles.

On the shore of the lake, Jesus calls Simon, Andrew, James, and John while
they are simply working, casting and mending their nets. They leave their nets
at once and follow him, trusting that his call is worth more than their comfort
or routine. Our “nets” might be habits, resentments, or distractions that keep
us from prayer, from service, from reconciliation.

On this Sunday of the Word of God, the same Jesus speaks to us through the
Scriptures we have just heard. As we come forward for Communion today, we
might quietly pray: “Lord Jesus, my light and my salvation, show me one
concrete step of repentance and discipleship you are asking of me this week.”

If each of us takes even that one step, his light will not only shine on us, but

also through us, for our families and our parish.

Virgin Mary, or 'Candlemas,' was of great
