Letter from the Pastor

While I'm away this week we can reflect on Pope Emeritus Benedict’s thoughts on the light of Easter.

“We should experience the consoling realization that God is fully aware of the night by which we are
surrounded.

It is in brightness or luminousness that enables us to see; that shows the way and gives direction; that helps
us to know both others and ourselves. It is warmth that strengthens and brings mobility; that consoles and
gladdens. Finally, it is life, and this tiny quivering flame is an image of the wonderful mystery that we call “life”
and that is in fact profoundly dependent on light.
