Dear brothers and sisters in the Lord, 

 

Once again, I am very proud of the generosity of our parish. Within a week of my 

announcement that our parish would sponsor the building of a house for a family in Haiti,        

we have raised the $3,750 necessary to fund that house. And we have continued to receive 

donations, which puts us now past that goal. If donations continue to be received this weekend 

and this coming week, we will look at the possibility of funding a second house or of donating  

to the parish of Our Lady of the Assumption, who hosted us for the mission trip. Thank you for 

your generosity! 

 

For a couple weeks now, we have been posting our schedule of Masses for Christmas 

and New Years in the bulletin. I’ve also included that schedule on the back of this letter, for your 

convenience.  

 

It has become a tradition to honor the volunteers of our parish each year with a Christmas 

party to thank them for their generous work here in our parish. We will continue this tradition

Whether it’s been a month or a year or 

a decade, come receive the gift of God’s mercy in the sacrament of reconciliation and allow the 

Lord to prepare your heart for His Coming at Christmas!
