Montz, who filled in for me in the month of July, will present on “Prayer: The Heartbeat of the
Spiritual Life.” Join us for this opportunity to grow in your life of prayer.

e Bishop Robert Barron’s Daily Lenten Reflections are available for all to pick up a copy in
church. These can be a good start to developing the habit of daily meditation on Scripture.

e Giving alms to those in need helps us to detach ourselves from the things of this world. We can
donate to our own St. Vincent de Paul conference or we can carry snacks or bottles of water for
those who are begging on the streets.
