In the first reading from Exodus, God speaks to Moses from
the burning bush, announcing his presence as the God of his
father, Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. In Saint Paul’s Letter to the
Corinthians, he speaks of the Old Testament ancestors, many
with whom God was not pleased. In today’s Gospel, the crowd
tells Jesus about the Galileans whose blood Pilate mingled
with their sacrifices. Jesus calls them to repentance and tells
them a parable of the fig tree that produces no fruit.

Peter, John and James had a mountaintop experience with
Jesus by witnessing His transfiguration. We too can have a
mountaintop experience when we open our minds and hearts to
following God's Will for our lives.
