When we pray, it is not to exalt ourselves but to 
humble ourselves and place ourselves in his hands.

Paul praises the Lord for giving him strength as his life is 
threatened. In the Gospel, Jesus tells the parable of the 
Pharisee and tax collector praying at the temple.  The humble 
tax collector – not the self-righteous Pharisee – leaves justified.
