The Pastoral Council reviewed all feedback and is pleased to share a new Parish Mission Statement, developed with your input, as a guiding statement of our purpose.  It is the following: 

The Cathedral of St. Peter is a Roman Catholic Church commissioned by Jesus Christ to make disciples by living the Gospel, celebrating the Sacraments and evangelizing the world around us. 

In addition to a refreshed mission statement, your feedback helped us to define a vision statement for our Parish:  

Be a community where Jesus is visible in our midst as we worship, learn, share and serve.

As we move forward with our new Parish mission and vision, the following areas were identified as opportunities for focus and growth over the next few years:

1. Maintain close relationships with the school children and their families as students’ transition to All Saints Academy
2. Spiritual Development opportunities and experiences
3. Adult education and Faith Formation for students and families
4. Outreach and Service

We know there are great ideas among our fellow parishioners to accomplish these goals and we would like to keep the conversation going.
