As your child shows interest in writing his/her name, please
be sure to encourage upper case letter for the first letter only and
then lower case for the remaining letters.

If you haven’t had the take home book sent home yet, it
will be coming soon! Please be sure to bring the book in its folder
back to school on the next class day. Thank you!

The fall evaluations will be conducted sometime over the
next month. We will also be observing and making anecdotal
notations throughout the year to help us determine the best way to
work with your child. If you have any questions or concerns in the
