When is the last time you
sought God’s truth so tenaciously? As believers, it can perhaps
be easy to become desensitized to the Christmas season and to
the miraculous reality we recently celebrated. Mass may have
been lovely, but so was the succulent roast beef, the crisp smell
of evergreen, and the warm glow of family. Consider asking
yourself, “God, do I know you as well as I should? Would I
journey as far as the magi to meet You, if I could? Do I
journey to meet You daily in prayer? What do those answers
say about me and about our relationship?” Perhaps we, like the
magi, can once again be “overjoyed” at seeing the Light of the
World.
