PILGRIMS

Just a few weeks remain until the closing of the holy year, which
was inaugurated by Pope Francis on Dec. 24, 2024. On Jan. 6,
2026, Pope Leo XIV will be the one to close the enormous bronze
door of St. Peter’s Basilica in the Vatican, through which nearly 30
million pilgrims have passed during the last 12 months seeking a
plenary indulgence.

This Holy Door is slated to be reopened in 2033, when the Church
celebrates the Extraordinary Holy Year of the Redemption.

The schedule for closing rites of the Holy Doors of the main papal
basilicas in Rome is as follows:

The first Holy Door to be closed — and which will remain walled
up until the next jubilee — is that of St. Mary Major Basilica. The
rite will take place on Dec. 25, as reported by the Holy See Press
Office. The ceremony will be begin at 6 p.m. local time, followed
by Mass celebrated by the cardinal archpriest of the basilica,
Rolandas Makrickas. Two days later, on Dec. 27 at 11 a.m. local
time, the closing ceremony at St. John Lateran Basilica will be pre-
sided over by the cardinal vicar of Rome, Baldassare Reina, who
will celebrate the Eucharist, and will feature the participation of
the diocesan choir, directed by Monsignor Marco Frisina.

On Dec. 28 at 10 a.m. local time, the Holy Door of St. Paul Outside
the Walls Basilica will be closed. The solemn event will be presid-
ed over by Cardinal Archpriest James Michael Harvey.

Finally, on Jan. 6, 2026, the solemnity of the Epiphany, Pope Leo
XIV is scheduled to close the Holy Door of St. Peter’s Basilica be-
fore celebrating the Mass that will mark the concluding act of the
2025 Jubilee Year of Hope. On that occasion, the pontiff will invite
pilgrims to return to Rome in 2033 for the Extraordinary Holy Year
of Redemption. The Holy Doors, as is tradition, have been solely
those of the four papal basilicas of Rome: St. Peter’s in the Vati-
can, St. John Lateran, St. Mary Major, and St. Paul Outside the
Walls. However, on Dec. 26, two days after officially inaugurating
the holy year, Pope Francis made an exception by traveling to the

Rebibbia prison in Rome to repeat this gesture at another
door as a symbol of hope.

The late pope wanted to extend this gesture of grace to
prisoners by opening the door of this correctional facility in
the Italian capital.

The date on which the closing ceremony for this fifth Holy
Door will take place has yet to be announced.

When Jesus came to John for baptism, he trans-
formed the baptism of repentance that John was
practicing into a baptism of redemption. And alt-
hough we are called to repentance over and over
in our life, redemption comes to us only once.
We cannot get baptized again in the Jordan or
Sea of Galilee because of romantic notions, or
come into the Catholic Church by a second bap-
tism so we can start all over. Our baptism, wheth-
er we can remember it or not, is a one-time deal.
But it is the real deal. Whether you feel it or not,
you are sealed for Christ, and the stain of original
sin has been washed away.

The fact of the matter is, in the year 2021, God is
more likely to speak in a whisper than in a shout.
The prophet Isaiah forewarns that Christ himself
will not be a noisemaker — for all his preaching,
he will not cry out or shout to bring forth justice
to the nations. His way is altogether different
than that.

We are not the Apostles, and we do not have
the privilege of seeing the Holy Spirit descend on
Christ like a dove. But here’s the good news:
God doesn’t need to shout. Our spiritual hearing
works just fine. We just have to be listening.

Let’s wake up each morning ready to hear God’s
whispers throughout the day. Let’s make a con-
scious effort to invite those whispers into our
hearts, where they can become a catalyst for
grace in this world.

Encourage Deeper Understanding of Scripture

When | was 22, | went on a pilgrimage to Rome for the
Jubilee Year of 2000. | was traveling light with just a
backpack, one blue shirt and black pants, little money, and
no Italian. | had a few close friends and one goal: to reach the
Eternal City. Despite the challenges and deprivations, | felt
alive in a way | had never known before.

When do you feel most alive? I'd wager it’'s not when you're
most comfortable or surrounded by stuff. Rather, it’'s when
your life is aimed at something great; when you’re on a
meaningful and challenging journey with good friends.

That’s the image the Magi give us in today’s Gospel. They
set out from the East not with certainty, but with hope.
They study the signs, discipline their attention, and journey
together, offering the best they have when they find the
newborn King.

The Church gives us their story at the start of the year to
reawaken something in us. We are not meant to drift. We're
meant to journey as pilgrims. The Jubilee Year of 2025 may
have ended, but our pilgrimage has not. Like the magi, the
closer we get to Christ, the more alive we become.
