Today, orders like the Little Sisters of 
the Poor serve elderly low-income 

Americans of all backgrounds.  But the 
Little Sisters’ work is at risk because of 
lawsuits brought by the states of Cali-
fornia and Pennsylvania against the 

expanded religious and moral exemp-
tion to the HHS mandate, and Catholic 

hospitals are constantly defending 
themselves against lawsuits and              

government orders that try to force 
them to participate in procedures                 

such as abortion.   

It is unthinkable that we would under-
mine our mission to heal by destroying 
innocent life and harming the persons 

for whom we are called to care.
