If your child or their friend(s) seem to
“know” more about sexual topics than would be
expected for their age, or seems unusually focused
on such topics, it could be an indicator that
something inappropriate and harmful is
happening. Talk to your child about it, reassuring
them that it is both important and safe to tell you
what is happening.
