Agreement Form for the Parent 
On the day your child was baptized, you came to the Church asking Her to baptize your child. In response to your request the priest or deacon stated the following to you, “You have asked to have your child baptized. In doing so you are accepting the responsibility of training him/her in the practice of the faith. It will be your duty to bring him/her up to keep God’s commandments as Christ taught us, by loving God and our neighbor. Parents are you ready to accept this responsibility?” To which all of you answered, “Yes”.
Faith Formation is a lifelong journey which does not end with the reception of the Sacraments of Initiation, Baptism, Eucharist and Confirmation. The Church takes seriously the Baptismal promises made by parents for the well-being of their children. The promise you made was to train your child in the practices of the faith and to bring them up to keep God’s commandments. 
The third commandment is to keep Holy the Sabbath. It is sad that so many children stop going to Mass after they have received Eucharist or Confirmation. This is unfortunate because they put themselves at such grave risk, while parents stand silent. As Catholics, we have an obligation to attend Mass, not doing so is a mortal sin. Mass is not something we need to attend every once in a while but should be attended every Sunday as well as Holy Days of obligation. Parents have a duty as well as the responsibility to continue to encourage their children in the practices of the faith, which includes attending Mass. 
Sacraments are not automatically given, just because someone asks for them or because someone reaches a certain age or grade. The Sacraments are so important on so many levels. They are a gift of Faith and Grace from our Lord Jesus Christ and should not be taken lightly. Therefore as parents and as part of our Faith Community, we ask your help in working together with us to ensure that your child can complete the commitments and promises that were made by you at Baptism. With God’s Grace, we know that you and your child will grow in the practice of our Faith throughout life 
***Mass Attendance Policy: Children are required to attend the mass they have registered for at 8am or 10 am followed by Faith formation Class. If for some reason they cannot attend that mass they will be required to attend a different mass time at St Jude or any Church with a signed bulletin from either Father Antonio or the attending priest.  
Absence Policy: Children will only be allowed three unexcused absences. If the child exceeds this a meeting will be held with the parent, child and director to discuss moving forward. Excused Absences will require a detailed written explanation from the parent. Excused absences will not be counted as part of the three. 
As the parent, I understand my duties and responsibilities both to my child and the Church and I acknowledge that my child understands what he/she is undertaking and is truly interested in deepening his/her Catholic Faith. I continue the promise I made at their Baptism to do my best to raise my child in the practice of the faith as Christ has taught the Church and to keep God’s commandments.
