Thirteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time

We return to Ordinary Time this Sunday, and with this new
season we focus on what it means to be a person who is called
by God for some definite purpose. Elisha recognized God’s call
in Elijah’s greeting and prepared immediately to follow. The
people who came to Jesus seemed ready to follow, yet each had
reasons to linger behind. As people who are given the freedom
to follow or to stay behind, we must ask ourselves what we are
ready to do for the sake of Christ and the call of the gospel.
What are you called to do at this time in your life? Are you
prepared to leave behind the things that get in the way of living
as a Christian?

FOLLOW

What does it mean to follow Jesus? The Gospels show us that
Jesus called each person individually, recognizing the things
that stood in the way for each. He looked into the person’s heart
and saw the true desires of the person standing before him.
Each of us experiences Christ’s call uniquely as the persons we
are. For some, following requires us to take stock of our lives
and let go of the obstacles that keep us from the way of true
discipleship. For others, the call may lead us to deepen the way
that faith directs our lives, with more intentional time in prayer,
regular participation in Mass, renewed attention to family,
involvement in our parish, or new acts of service.

BE READY

It is easy to say we want to follow Jesus, yet most of us feel
competing desires that stand in the way of discipleship. We
may be distracted by the constant swirl of activity so prevalent
in our surrounding culture; we might be lured by worldly
wealth and the status that often accompanies it; we may simply
be comfortable with the way things are and find it difficult to
risk changing anything. In today’s Gospel, Jesus makes it clear
that we must stop putting off making the changes that will bring
us closer to him and to God’s way of life. We must trust in the
Lord, knowing that what he most deeply desires is that we be
close to him. If you encountered Jesus today and said you were
ready to follow him, what would he see in your heart, what
obstacles or hesitations would he perceive? Go to Jesus in
prayer this day. Listen to him say, “Follow me.” Prayerfully
place your life in the Lord’s hands and be ready to follow.

DISCIPLESHIP’S COSTS

In today’s first reading, God tells the prophet Elijah to prepare
Elisha to succeed him. Succeeding Elijah will be no easy task; he has
spent his life facing threats from the kings he has confronted about
their infidelity to the God of Israel. The psalm illustrates the emotional
and spiritual distress that the prophets’ steadfast faithfulness to God
brought them. Paul’s description of the Christian’s freedom from the
law as opposed to “the desire of the flesh” puts this struggle at the very
heart of Christian identity. The reading from Luke’s Gospel recounts
Jesus’ decision to journey toward Jerusalem, where he knows he will
meet his earthly fate. Following Jesus—like succeeding Elijah as
prophet—will now become more difficult. Unlike his calls to the first
disciples, Jesus encounters those who are not ready or are not strong

enough to journey with him.

REGISTRATION FOR RELIGIOUS EDUCATION ... today is the
last day until August ... from 9:00 AM — 1:00 PM in the Church
Plaza ... all children in our public schools should be registered for
classes whether you are preparing for a sacrament or not ... there is
always much to learn about our faith ... remember SUNDAY ---
CHURCH even during the summer months!

SUMMER SCHEDULE ... no 7 am weekday Masses beginning
tomorrow, June 27 .. we will resume our usual schedule in
September ... PLEASE MARK YOUR CALENDARS.

INDEPENDENCE DAY ... 4TH OF JULY ... the rectory offices will
be closed and there is only ONE Mass in the church at 9 am.

CONFESSIONS ... We will continue having confessions in English
and Spanish available on Wednesdays from 6:00 pm to 6:45 pm with
Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, in addition to our Saturday
confessions schedule.

MORE WORK NEEDS TO BE DONE ... As you may have noticed,
we were able to install the new boiler in the church, and it has been
running well. Perhaps too well on certain days. Regrettably, due to
the pandemic, and various delays of supplies some of the other work
had to be moved to a later date. That work includes repairing the
Sacristy roof, ceiling and floor (the Sacristy is where we prepare for
Mass), which we will be able to begin during Easter week. Also, we
will begin work in the lower church to allow it to eventually become
an adoration and daily Mass chapel. I pray to have those designs to
share with you regarding the work we want to complete in the lower
church soon. In addition, we hope to provide DEDICATION,
MEMORIAL AND NAMING OPPORTUNITIES as we raise funds for the
beautification of the lower church.

The part of the project which began all the exploration that resulted in
so much work, was the discovery of the danger of an eventual collapse
of the lower chamber below the area between the rectory and the
school. That chamber housed the original boiler, and after the boiler
was removed, the chamber then contained the pipe that ran from the
school boiler to the church. As you may recall we had to heat the
school to heat the church, which was a great waste of energy. We now
have two independent boilers. One boiler in the school and another in
the church. Yet, we still have to repair the chamber to prevent the
possibility of its collapse. There was not enough time to complete the
work before school began last September. That phase was rescheduled
to take place once the school has closed for the summer of 2022, and is
a much more extensive project.

As the work continues, I ask for your patience and understanding.
With buildings as old as ours, when you find one problem, in repairing
it you often find other issues that need to be addressed, and those
issues often provide opportunities for improvement and upgrades.

Please keep all those involved in the continual maintenance of our
marvelous church in your prayers.

CHANGES ... Mask requirements in church have been lifted for
everyone; those who wish to continue to wear a mask may do so at
their discretion. We continue encouraging communion received in the
hand rather than on the tongue

MASS FOR THE HEARING IMPAIRED ... The last Sunday of each
month we have Mass at 12 noon with sign language ... pass on the
word to relatives and friends who might be interested ... sign language
is beautiful and inspiring to watch.

MASS INTENTIONS ... you can remember a family member or
friend with an intention at a specific Mass come to the rectory for a
specific date ... the offering is $15 and Mass cards are available with
each Mass ... the intentions can be for a living or deceased person ...
intentions are printed in the bulletin.

RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION ... Just a reminder that we
ask that you preferably receive Holy Communion in your hands, by
holding out both hands one on top of the other. Also remember that the
proper response to the priest before receiving Holy Communion is
“Amen,” not “Thank you.”

BAPTISMS ... all Catholics should be baptized ... parents should be
registered in the parish and attending weekly Sunday Mass in order to
have the child baptized ... godparents must be practicing Catholics
who have received the sacraments of Baptism, Holy Communion and
Confirmation and, if married, married in the church ... godparents
must be members of a parish and must be attending weekly Mass ... if
you are going to be a godparent, it makes perfect and reasonable sense
that you are practicing the faith and that you are a model for the child.

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... the Catholic Church teaches that
marriage is between a man and a woman, a sign of LOVE and LIFE ...
Catholics should be married in the church and, if married only civilly,
should speak to one of the priests about receiving the sacrament in the
Church (called convalidation) ... please know that you are welcome to
ask questions and to receive direction and advice about the
SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... Please remember to secure a
date for your wedding before making any arrangements with caterers,
limo drivers, family and friends.

FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS ... the usual practice for Catholic
burials is a wake service in a funeral home, a Funeral Mass in the
parish church, burial of the body or cremains in a cemetery (preferably
a Catholic cemetery) ... speak with one of the priests for assistance
before a death occurs and speak with a reputable funeral home director
about pre-arrangements ... cremains (ashes) are held in the same
reverence and respect as a body and so they should be treated
carefully, respectfully, reverentially and buried as soon as possible
after cremation.

PARISH REGISTRATION ... all members of the parish should be
registered and receive parish mailings and envelopes ... if you are an
adult (18 years and older), you should register to receive the envelopes
and other information from the parish ... you need to be registered in
order to receive recommendation letters, financial statements, tuition
rates and other parish related issues ... HOW TO REGISTER? Come
to the rectory office on Castle Hill Ave.

LATE FOR CHURCH? ... Why? Please resolve to arrive early for
Mass, say a prayer, read the Scripture and be ready when we start it
will make the Mass more prayerful and meaningful for all. Remember,
if you miss the readings, you miss the teachings of Christ. St. Jerome
wrote, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of Christ.” Getting to
Church on time matters.

VISITING OF THE SICK OR HOMEBOUND ... If you know of
anyone who is sick or homebound and would like to receive
communion, Please call the rectory to give us your information as well
as the information of the person who wishes to receive communion.
They must reside in our parish area.

HAY QUE HACER MAS TRABAJOS ... Como habras notado,
pudimos instalar la nueva caldera en la iglesia, y ha estado
funcionando bien. Quizas demasiado bien en ciertos dias.
Lamentablemente, debido a la pandemia, y a varios retrasos en los
suministros, algunos de los otros trabajos tuvieron que trasladarse a
una fecha posterior. Ese trabajo incluye la reparacion del techo y piso
de la Sacristia (la Sacristia es donde nos preparamos para la Misa), que
podremos comenzar durante la Semana Santa. Ademas, comenzaremos
a trabajar en la iglesia inferior para permitir que eventualmente se
convierta en una capilla de adoracién y misa diaria. Oro para que esos
disefios se compartan con ustedes con respecto al trabajo que
queremos completar pronto en la iglesia inferior. Ademas, esperamos
proporcionar oportunidades de DEDICACION, CONMEMORACION
Y NOMBRAMIENTOS a medida que recaudamos fondos para el
embellecimiento de la iglesia inferior.

La parte del proyecto que inici6 toda la exploraciéon que resultd en
tanto trabajo, fue el descubrimiento del peligro de un eventual colapso
de la camara baja debajo del area entre la rectoria y la escuela. Esa
camara albergaba la caldera original, y después de que se retir6 la
caldera, la camara contenia la tuberia que iba desde la caldera de la
escuela hasta la iglesia. Como recordaran, se tenia que calentar la
escuela para calentar la iglesia, lo cual era un gran desperdicio de
energia. Ahora tenemos dos calderas independientes. Una caldera en la
escuela y otra en la iglesia. Sin embargo, todavia tenemos que reparar
la camara para evitar la posibilidad de su colapso. No hubo tiempo
suficiente para completar el trabajo antes de que comenzara la escuela
en septiembre pasado. Esa fase fue reprogramada para llevarse a cabo
una vez que la escuela haya cerrado para el verano de 2022, y es un
proyecto mucho mas extensivo.

A medida que el trabajo continta, les pido paciencia y comprension.
Con edificios tan antiguos como el nuestro, cuando encuentras un
problema, al repararlo, a menudo encuentra otros problemas que deben
abordarse, y esos problemas a menudo brindan oportunidades de
mejora y actualizaciones.

Por favor, mantengan a todos los involucrados en el mantenimiento
continuo de nuestra maravillosa iglesia en sus oraciones.

Como personas a las que se
les da la libertad de seguir o quedarse atras, debemos preguntarnos qué
estamos dispuestos a hacer por el bien de Cristo y la llamada del
Evangelio. ;Qué estas llamado a hacer en este momento de tu vida?
(Estas preparado para dejar atras las cosas que te impiden vivir como
cristiano?

SEGUIR

(Qué significa seguir a Jestis? Los evangelios nos muestran que Jesus
llam6 a cada persona individualmente, reconociendo las cosas que se
interponian en el camino de cada uno. Miré en el corazén de la
persona y vio los verdaderos deseos de la persona que estaba ante él.
Cada uno de nosotros experimenta la llamada de Cristo de forma
Unica, como personas que somos. Para algunos, el seguimiento
requiere que hagamos un balance de nuestras vidas y dejemos de lado
los obstaculos que nos alejan del camino del verdadero discipulado.
Para otros, la llamada puede llevarnos a profundizar en el modo en que
la fe dirige nuestras vidas, con mds tiempo intencionado de oracion,
participacion regular en la Misa, atenciéon renovada a la familia,
participacion en nuestra parroquia o nuevos actos de servicio.

ESTAR LISTO

Es facil decir que queremos seguir a Jesus, pero la mayoria de nosotros
sentimos deseos contrapuestos que se interponen en el camino del
discipulado. Puede que nos distraiga el constante torbellino de
actividad que prevalece en la cultura que nos rodea; puede que nos
atraiga la riqueza mundana y el estatus que a menudo la acompafia;
puede que simplemente nos sintamos cémodos con la forma en que
estan las cosas y nos resulte dificil arriesgarnos a cambiar algo. En el
Evangelio de hoy, Jests deja claro que debemos dejar de posponer los
cambios que nos acercaran a ¢l y al estilo de vida de Dios. Debemos
confiar en el Seflor, sabiendo que lo que mas desea es que estemos
cerca de ¢él. Si hoy te encuentras con Jesus y le dices que estas

dispuesto a seguirle, ;qué veria él en tu corazén, qué obstaculos o
vacilaciones percibiria? Acércate a Jesus en la oracion de este dia.
Esctchale decir: “Sigueme”. Pon en oracion tu vida en manos del
Seflor y preparate para seguirle.

EL VALOR DEL DISCIPULADO

En la primera lectura de hoy, Dios le dice al profeta Elias que
prepare a Eliseo para que sea su sucesor. Ser sucesor de Elias no sera
una tarea facil, ¢l ha pasado su vida enfrentado las amenazas de los
reyes a los que ha confrontado por sus infidelidades al Dios de Israel.
El salmo ilustra la angustia emocional y espiritual que la firme
fidelidad de los profetas a Dios les produjo. La descripcion de Pablo
de la libertad del cristiano frente a la ley en contraposicion al “deseo
de la carne” pone esta lucha en el corazén mismo de la identidad
cristiana. La lectura del Evangelio de Lucas relata la decision de Jestis
de viajar a Jerusalén, donde él sabe que encontrara su destino terrenal.
Seguir a Jesus, asi como suceder a Elias como profeta, sera menos
facil. A diferencia de sus llamadas a los primeros discipulos, Jesus se
encuentra con aquellos que no estdn preparados o no son lo

suficientemente fuertes para viajar con €l.
