Reflection by Rev. Leonard N. Peterson

Identity theft is scary, as is any widespread evil. We either know that from
personal experience, or from a friend who has shared his/her story and its
residual effects. Millions of dollars have been spent on insurance policies
whose purpose is to provide protection from it. All of us have become acutely
aware of guarding our Social Security number as if it were a talisman against
this new type of thievery.

Why the worry? Because in this high-tech world of interlocking data there lurks
the opportunity for evil plotters to succeed in wiping out our bank accounts.
Instantly gone then is our status as financially stable. Of greater moment is our
loss of confidence and peace of mind. I know of what I write in this instance.

Raising all of this concern about personal identity to a higher level brings us to
consider it at the supernatural level. There our identity is based on our baptism.
As Christians, we are thus bonded by our connection to Jesus Christ. He
becomes our purpose in being. In turn, His identity with us is paramount.

We live in a time and place where His Church’s teaching has had the added
benefit of accumulated wisdom stemming over 20 centuries. The people present
for this long ago miracle recorded in this amazing Gospel scene of the raising
of Lazarus from the dead. These witnesses had to choose the name of His
identity. All the evidence then available pointed one way, but that was
impossible for them. The fact that a man so like themselves could possibly be
God. One person looked at the evidence and concluded rightly. Her name was
Martha. Saint Martha for us.

Yes, it’s the same Martha who at one of Jesus’ prior visits to her home
complained about her sister’s choice, and who becomes right here a real hero of
the faith. Listen to her: “If You (Jesus) had been here my brother would never
have died.” Where did that sure identification of Jesus come from? Observation
of Him surely. Pondering over Him likely. But I vote for the influence of the
Holy Spirit in her life.

To be sure, Satan prefers. his influence in our life. Because He does not believe
in Our Lord’s credentials, and because of his intense hate of God Wants to steal
our identity not with just one way at his disposal but with at least a thousand.
So he goes about his own thefts. With just a toehold on the world wide web he
wreaks havoc through the widespread use of pornography by both sexes,
trapping the addicts of it, ruining marriages and family life with the infection
that reaches down to snare ever younger children.

Never make the mistake, by the way, of thinking the devil is passé. That no
sophisticated person thinks he’s real. He loves when that happens because then
it is much easier to steal our identities as friends of God.

The Lazarus story, read to us this last Sunday before Holy Week, is meant for
us to keep before our minds as we soon enough watch Jesus killed on a cross. It
is so tempting to tear up our spiritual ID card as Christ’s follower. But so
rewarding is it to stand next to His Mother at the foot of that cross and staying
faithful to the end. Fully knowing who we are and carrying proof of it.

God love you and give you His peace.

Jesus’ great miracle of restoring life to His friend Lazarus brings many Jews to
believe in Him. Martha’s faith throughout the event is outstanding. She is not
at all divided, as were many of her fellow observers, over Jesus’ identity.

STATIONS OF THE CROSS ... every Friday during Lent at 6:00 PM
in English and in Spanish after the 7:00 PM Mass.

SEVEN SORROWS OF MARY ... On the final Friday of Lent, March
31, we will have the Seven Sorrows of Mary offered at 7:00 PM,
instead of the Stations of the Cross. This devotion will be offered
bilingually.

MASS AND ANOINTING OF THE SICK ... on Saturday, April 1 at
12 noon in English.

PALM SUNDAY ... Sunday, April 2 ... Remember the 7:30 am Mass
on Palm Sunday begins at 7:15 am, to allow for time to bless the
palms.

GOOD FRIDAY PROCESSION ... Friday, April 7 beginning at 1 pm
in front of the Church. All are welcome!

EASTER WEEK MASSES ... A reminder that during Easter Week
(April 10-April 14) there is no 7AM Mass.

LENTEN OBSERVANCES ... During the season of Lent, the Church
urges the faithful to reflect a spirit of penance in their daily lives
through performing acts of fast and abstinence.

FASTING AND ABSTINENCE ... During Lent, a few of our Lenten
Observances revolve around fasting and abstinence. According to the
United States Conference of Catholic Bishops: Ash Wednesday and
Good Friday are obligatory days of fasting and abstinence for
Catholics. In addition, Fridays during Lent are obligatory days of
abstinence. For members of the Latin Catholic Church (that's us), the
norms on fasting are obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When
fasting, a person is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two
smaller meals that together are not equal to a full meal. The norms
concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon members of the
Latin Catholic Church from age 14 onwards. If possible, the fast on
Good Friday is continued until the Easter Vigil (on Holy Saturday
night) as the "paschal fast" to honor the suffering and death of the Lord
Jesus, and to prepare ourselves to share more fully and to celebrate
more readily his Resurrection.

WHAT WILL YOU DO FOR LENT? ... More prayer, quiet time, no
cell phones or i-pads for an hour a day, donations to the homeless or
other charities, Mass on Saturdays and Sundays, Stations of the Cross,
Holy Hour and Benediction on Fridays from 12:30 to 2:30 pm? There
are so many things to do and to consider for the 40 days of prayer,
fasting and almsgiving.

CREMATION ... as Catholics, we have permission of the church to be
cremated ... the procedure for the funeral is: WAKE SERVICE WITH
THE BODY, FUNERAL MASS WITH THE BODY, CREMATION
and burial as soon as possible after the cremation ... we should not
save the ashes at home, bring them to the beach or the mountains or
leave them in the funeral home ... the ashes are to be treated with
respect and dignity like a body and be buried as soon as possible after
the cremation.

CONFESSIONS ... We will continue having confessions in English
and Spanish available on Wednesdays from 6:00 pm to 6:45 pm with
Exposition of the Blessed Sacrament, in addition to our Saturday
confessions schedule.

MASKS ... Mask requirements in church have been lifted for
everyone; those who wish to continue to wear a mask may do so at
their discretion. We continue encouraging communion received in the
hand rather than on the tongue.

MASS FOR THE HEARING IMPAIRED ... The last Sunday of each
month we have Mass at 12 noon with sign language ... pass on the
word to relatives and friends who might be interested ... sign language
is beautiful and inspiring to watch.

MASS INTENTIONS ... you can remember a family member or
friend with an intention at a specific Mass come to the rectory for a
specific date ... the offering is $15 and Mass cards are available with
each Mass ... the intentions can be for a living or deceased person ...
intentions are printed in the bulletin.

RECEPTION OF HOLY COMMUNION ... Just a reminder that we
ask that you preferably receive Holy Communion in your hands, by
holding out both hands one on top of the other. Also remember that the
proper response to the priest before receiving Holy Communion is
“Amen,” not “Thank you.”

BAPTISMS ... all Catholics should be baptized ... parents should be
registered in the parish and attending weekly Sunday Mass in order to
have the child baptized ... godparents must be practicing Catholics
who have received the sacraments of Baptism, Holy Communion and
Confirmation and, if married, married in the church ... godparents
must be members of a parish and must be attending weekly Mass ... if
you are going to be a godparent, it makes perfect and reasonable sense
that you are practicing the faith and that you are a model for the child.

SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... the Catholic Church teaches that
marriage is between a man and a woman, a sign of LOVE and LIFE ...
Catholics should be married in the church and, if married only civilly,
should speak to one of the priests about receiving the sacrament in the
Church (called convalidation) ... please know that you are welcome to
ask questions and to receive direction and advice about the
SACRAMENT OF MATRIMONY ... Please remember to secure a
date for your wedding before making any arrangements with caterers,
limo drivers, family and friends.

FUNERAL ARRANGEMENTS ... the usual practice for Catholic
burials is a wake service in a funeral home, a Funeral Mass in the
parish church, burial of the body or cremains in a cemetery (preferably
a Catholic cemetery) ... speak with one of the priests for assistance
before a death occurs and speak with a reputable funeral home director
about pre-arrangements ... cremains (ashes) are held in the same
reverence and respect as a body and so they should be treated
carefully, respectfully, reverentially and buried as soon as possible
after cremation.

PARISH REGISTRATION ... all members of the parish should be
registered and receive parish mailings and envelopes ... if you are an
adult (18 years and older), you should register to receive the envelopes
and other information from the parish ... you need to be registered in
order to receive recommendation letters, financial statements, tuition
rates and other parish related issues ... HOW TO REGISTER? Come
to the rectory office on Castle Hill Ave.

LATE FOR CHURCH? ... Why? Please resolve to arrive early for
Mass, say a prayer, read the Scripture and be ready when we start it
will make the Mass more prayerful and meaningful for all. Remember,
if you miss the readings, you miss the teachings of Christ. St. Jerome
wrote, “Ignorance of Scripture is ignorance of Christ.” Getting to
Church on time matters.

VISITING OF THE SICK OR HOMEBOUND ... If you know of
anyone who is sick or homebound and would like to receive
communion, Please call the rectory to give us your information as well
as the information of the person who wishes to receive communion.
They must reside in our parish area.
